Description:

The Second Patapsco National Bank is a two-story, three-bay brick structure of running bond
pressed brick laid in a brown mortar on the southeast, with a stock brick in white mortar on the
side elevations. It has a flat roof. The southeast elevation has a new glazed wood door in the
south bay, with a one-light transom and a splayed brick jack arch. Above the transom is an
oculus with a circular light in the center surrounded by eight lights. The center and east bays
contain a large commercial window of three lights, with two wood mullions that have beaded
edges. There is a semicircular arched top to the window, also divided into three parts by the
same mullions being carried above a rail at the spring line. The three top sash have small lights.
There is an applied brick veneer on the first story from the ground level up to the top of the
transom and the spring line of the arched sash. The second story has three semicircular arched
one-over-one sash with brownstone sills. There is a wood cornice with a pediment front above
it. The first story interior has no historic features visible.

The Second Patapsco National Bank is located at 8090 Main Street, on the northwest side of the street,
in Ellicott City, in northeastern Howard County, Maryland. The building is set right up on the sidewalk
and faces southeast toward the road. It is a two-story, three-bay brick structure of running bond pressed
brick laid in a brown mortar on the southeast, with a stock brick in white mortar on the side elevations.
It has a flat roof.

The southeast elevation has a new glazed wood door in the south bay, with a one-light transom and a
splayed brick jack arch. Above the transom 1s an oculus with a circular light in the center surrounded by
eight lights. The center and east bays contain a large commercial window of three lights, with two wood
mullions that have beaded edges. There is a semicircular arched top to the window, also divided into
three parts by the same mullions being carried above a rail at the spring line. The three top sash have
small lights. The mullions of the bottom half of the window are not as weathered as they are above, but
they nonetheless appear to be original. There is an applied brick veneer on the first story from the
ground level up to the top of the transom and the spring line of the arched sash. Between the first and

‘ second stories 1s a projecting cornice that appears to be of wood. The second story has three
semicircular arched one-over-one sash with brownstone sills. They are set within a recessed panel in the
wall, with corbelled brick brackets at the top of the recess and a thin wood drip mould above the recess.
There 1s a wood cornice with a pediment front above it.

The northeast elevation is built hard against the adjoining building. The southwest elevation is several
feet from the adjoining building, but has no openings.

The first story interior has no historic features visible. There is a new wood floor and new marble at the
entrance. There are exposed brick walls on both sides, and drywall on the back wall and ceiling. There
are two piers set between the entrance bay and the other two bays, and they have applied mouldings that
are not historic.

Summary:

The early history of this lot is incompletely known. After Sarah Yinger’s death her heirs sold the lot in
September 1886 to the Patapsco National Bank of Ellicott City. The bank was incorporated by the
Maryland Legislature in 1833, with the first meeting to elect a board of directors occurring in 1835, and
the first building survives at Maryland and St. Paul Streets (HO-76). There was an old frame building
on the new site at the time of the purchase, and it was rapidly demolished to make way for a new bank
building. The building committee for the bank hired Baltimore architect Charles A. Cassell to design
their new building, and Christian F. Rappanier, of Ellicott City, was the contractor. The design is
vaguely Romanesque. It was completed and occupied in early August, 1887. The bank did not remain
in its building for very long. In 1903 they purchased the lot just to the west of them and two years later
completed a Georgian revival structure (HO-52). The second bank building was sold to John J. Norton,
who operated a pharmacy here. Norton sold the business to Benjamin Mellor in 1917, and his enterprise
was known as the Patapsco Pharmacy. The first story of the bank fagade has undergone several phases
of renovations.

Significance:

The early history of this lot is incompletely known. Joetta Cramm has noted that it was one of the
McLaughlin lots distributed in the lottery in 1834, and was won by Benjamin Earlougher of Baltimore.
It was unimproved at that time. Earlougher sold it to David Emmart of Baltimore County in 1837 and
he took out a mortgage on the property which may have been to raise money for improvements, though
this 1s not certain. Emmart sold it to William F. Mercer in 1848. The lot changed hands rapidly at that
time, passing to Edward A. Talbot in 1849, then to Mary A. F. Talbott and Sarah J. Talbott later that
same year. At this point the ownership record becomes muddled. The lot is part of the property of
Thomas Wilson in 1876, when it is platted and the lot sold to Sarah A. Yinger. Unfortunately, no deed
could be found to Thomas Wilson, so it is not known how he acquired the land, or what he was doing
with it. It was part of a much larger piece of property that included the Patapsco Hotel. After Sarah
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Yinger’s death her heirs sold the lot in September 1886 to the Patapsco National Bank of Ellicott City,
for $1,800."

The bank was incorporated by the Maryland Legislature in 1833, with the first meeting to elect a board
of directors occurring in 1835, and the first building survives at Maryland and St. Paul Streets (HO-76).
It is a two-story granite structure that is very domestic in appearance, as were most small town banks of
the period. There was an old frame building on the new site at the time of the purchase, and it was
rapidly demolished to make way for a new bank building. For their new building, the directors chose a
typical bank design of the late nineteenth century, intending to convey prosperity, stability, and security;
with the large storefront window there was no confusion that this was not a dwelling. The building
commiittee for the bank, headed by Edward A. Talbott, hired Baltimore architect Charles A. Cassell to
design their new building. Cassell is best known for his design of the Congregational Church, now the
Greek Orthodox Church, in Mount Vernon, in Baltimore, but designed numerous other significant

’ ecclesiastical, commercial, and residential buildings in the region. The design is vaguely Romanesque,
with the use of round-arched windows and the corbelled brick course above the second story windows.
The small lights in the show window transom are reminiscent of Queen Anne architecture, and the
oculus over the door could also derive from this influence, but the bank has none of the exuberance of
either building style. It is more sedate, as would be fitting for a bank, and is almost astylar.’

It was completed and occupied in early August, 1887, and was described at the time: “It is two stories in
height, and is 35 feet long by 25 feet in width. The material is of brick, the front being laid in dark
mortar, with brown stone trimmings. Large semicircular windows, with French plate glass, afford
abundance of light to the interior. The business or main office is handsomely finished, the counters and
desks being of mahogany, surmounted by brass-wire screens. In the centre of the office is a vault, 15
feet high by 12 feet wide, of brick and cement, lined with iron, with double iron doors. Inside the main
vault is a banker’s steel chest, with time clock attached. The doors of both the vault and chest are
supplied with Sargent & Greenleaf’s burglar-proof locks. In the upper story is the directors’ room,
which is also handsomely fitted up. The designs for the building were furnished by Mr. C. E. Cassell, of
Baltimore. Mr. Christian F. Rappanier, of Ellicott City, was the contractor. The brick work was done
by Mr. Geo. Demster, of Baltimore county. Mr. Wm. Gerwig, of Catonsville, did the carpenter’s work,
and Mr. Wm. McKenzie, of Ellicott City, the plastering. The tinning was by Mr. Christian Fisher, and

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the painting by S. J. Radcliff & Sons of Ellicott City.” The placement of the vault prominently in the
center of the building, showing off its security to customers, was a typical feature of bank architecture
after the Civil War. With none of the vault walls against an outside wall, one could not gain access from
an adjoining property, and it was better 1solated from the spread of fire. The fittings were of expensive
woods in order to show off the prosperity of the institution, but the metal screens on the cashiers” desks,
while decorative, were primarily to prevent snatch-and-run robberies. The inclusion of a meeting room
for the board of directors on an upper story or a mezzanine was common for banks, and many built an
extra floor for rental income, though this seems not to have been the case with the Patapsco Bank. The
bank seems to have employed the simplest and most common plan for small banks, with the public
space along one side of the building and the workspace filling the opposite two-thirds of the building.
This was popular for narrow lots, such as in Ellicott City.

The bank did not remain in its building for very long. The need to appear that they were not behind the

. times in their business dealings pushed the bank to build a new building for their business. In 1903 they
purchased the lot just to the west of them and two years later completed a Georgian revival structure
(HO-52). The second bank building was sold to John J. Norton, who operated a pharmacy here. Norton
sold the business to Benjamin Mellor in 1917, and his enterprise was known as the Patapsco Pharmacy.
The first story of the bank fagade has undergone several phases of renovations. A photograph from the
1910s or ’20s shows a projecting glass storefront attached, but it appears that the original window
mullions may not have been removed, and the original opening was not altered; rather, the storefront
was made to fit the original opening. The Fitzsimmons family acquired the building in 1941 and
retained it for 30 years, when the current owner purchased it. The building housed Rock Hill Liquors,
and the facade was altered to have a central door flanked by a show window on either side. This was
more recently reversed, with the original configuration restored, but in new brick that sits proud of the
facade by one wythe. The brick above the storefront had been painted, but this was stripped as part of
the renovation.”*

On September 24, 1886 Edward A. Talbott etal and later
Elizabeth Hunt granted land to the Patapsco National Bank, who
constructed the present Romanesque style building.

The brick facade facing south is accented by stone sills, wooden
cornices, brick lintels and decorative brick features. A large
rectangular recess holds the three Roman arched third floor windows
along with a brick lintel insert supported by fifteen corbeled
brick brackets. Three stone steps lead to & central rectangular
doorway which is placed on the west side of a wide roman arch which
takes up the central and east bay of the first and second floor.

A rectangular entrance in the west bay surmounted by a bull's eye
with nine lights, has been replaced by the display windows which
flank the central entrance. A wooden cornice along the roof line
is surmounted by a central pediment.

Known as Norton's Drug Store in the early twentieth century, it is
now used as a liquor store on the ground floor with office space
above,

DESCRIBE THE PRESENT AND ORIGINAL (IF KNOWN) PHYSICAL APPEARANCE

Norton's Drug Store is a three bay wide, two story high, shed roofed
structure, located on the north side of Main Street between the Patapsco
National Bank Building on the west and Pairo's law offices on the east.

The three tall second floor romanesque, double-hung, windows are
inset into a large rectangular recess which is decorated by flat lintels
decorated with fifteen sets of three corbeled header bricks which act as
brackets. A wooden pediment lies above, outlined in heavy wooden mold-
ing. Beneath the three windows is a heavy wooden cornice.

A large roman arch takes up the central and east bays of the ground
floor. Inset into the west side of this arch is the central rectangular
entrance door with a large display window extending from its east and west
sides. Three granite steps lead to the entrance. A flat roofed overhang
serves as a roof for the east and west display windows and a covered en-
tranceway for the central doorway. A brick wall acts as a foundation for
the display cases, which were probably added by Mr. Norton for his drug
store in 1909.

An alley way is located on the west gide of the building.

STATEMENT OF SIGNIFICANCE

This fascinating BRomanesque building has an interesting history.
On September 24, 1886 Edward A. Talbott et al. granted "the said land
comprising the whole of those two lots" to the Patapsco National Bank.
(LJW 51-262) The building in its present Romanesgue form was probably
constructed at that time to house the bank which moved from what is now
referred to as St. Paul's School, Ho-76. In 1905 it moved to the build-
ing which the First National Bank now occupies just west of this building.
Latery,in 1909 it sold this building to John J. Norton who had a drug store.
(WWLC 85-315) See Attachment 2.

It was conveyed by John J. Norton on July 31, 1917 to Mr. Ben Mellor
Jr. (HBN 104-118) who on June 2, 1941 sold the property to Milton J.
Fitzsimmons (BM Jr. 170-347). This property passed to Carroll F. Fitzsimmons
and the Mercantile Trust Company of Baltimore on March 3, 1949 (MWB #208-
595) and then to Milton J. Fitzsimmons on May 22, 1959 (299-351).

Acquired by Alice Keech and Robert E. Fitzsimmons, it was sold to
0lin-Pairo, Incorporated on December 15, 1971 (580-344) who presently
own and rent the building to Rockhill Liquor Store on the ground floor
and to a public accountanting firm on the second floor. This second floor
was at one time the board room for the Patapsco National Bank and !Mr.
Pairo has attempted to restore it to its original form. 1In the future he
hqpes also to restore the front facade which faces south. (See figure I).

Though its brick exterior is painted, its full arched, stretcher
brick lintels can still be discerned.

Architecturally the building is representative of the romanesque re-
vival in American domestic architecture and is a particularly pleasing
example, despite apparent alterations to the facade.

Located within the Patapsco Flood Plain, it has been included into

the Critical Areas State Planning Program as well as the National Register
for Historic Places under the Ellicott City Historic District.
