Summary Description:

The Councell Farm Cemetery site (18CA89) consisted of three 19th century domed brick burial vaults and associated human remains. This site lies west of a
tributary of the Choptank River, near Goldsboro, Caroline County. The graves are located about 250 m east of an extant house. The vaults were discovered by
the landowner during mechanical excavation/grading for large fish ponds. Vault #1 was the most southerly of the burials. Vault #2 was located approximately
0.5 m north of Vault #1, and Vault #3 was located approximately 1.1 m north and 0.75 m west of Vault #2. Salvage excavations of the site were conducted in
September 1994 by staff from the Maryland Historical Trust and the Smithsonian Institute. This constituted a Phase Il data recovery project. No final report
was written on the excavations but all photos, field notes, and the osteological analysis were located in the site files.

Vault #1, was oriented east to west, with the head at the west end of the coffin. The interior dimensions of the vault were 2.1 m long (east-west) by 0.8 m wide
(north-south); the exterior measured 2.86 m x 1.02 m. The uppermost portion of the brick arch of the vault was collapsed. Hand cleaning of the structure
revealed the corners of the vault. Unlike the other two vaults, Vault #1 was constructed with courses of stretchers topped with 1 course of headers and the
arch spanned from outside edge to outside edge of the vault; there was a <3 cm ledge on the outside of the north and south vault walls. This required more
brick spanning a larger area and may be why this arch collapsed. The ledges on the east and west sides of the vault both measured about 7 cm. The extant
remains of the arch included the lower 3 brick courses on either side and 3 courses of stretchers. Excavation of the fill revealed a distinct tree root mold above
the uppermost coffin wood indicating that the arch may have collapsed in the past rather than as a result of the mechanical excavation.

Vault #2 was oriented east to west, with the head at the west end of the coffin. The interior dimensions of the vault were 2 m long (east-west) by 0.62 m wide
(north-south); the exterior measured 2.5 m x 1.06 m. The east end of the vault was broken through during the mechanical excavation. However, the interior of
the vault was well preserved and coffin wood was evident. The vault was constructed with a course of headers at the base, topped with 5 courses of
stretchers, and capped with 1 course of headers, totaling 50 cm in height. The interior brick was white washed up to the top course of the wall bricks but the
vault arch had no evidence of white washing. At about midway down the arch, a metal hook or brace was noted. The east end arch measured 31 cm to its
highest point. The height of the arch at the west end of the vault was 35 cm. The ledges on the north and south sides of the vault measured 10 cm and 7 cm
respectively. The ledges on the east and west sides of the vault both measured about 9 cm. A builder’s trench was identified on the north, south, and west
sides of the vault. Impressions on the interior of the arch appeared to be mortar with saw marks from pieces of wood, indicating that some type of wood
support was used in the arch construction. Some of the wood from the supporting structure still adhered to the mortar at the time of the excavation. Removal
of the arch revealed fallen remains of the supporting wood structure lying on top of the coffin. This suggested that the box was constructed first, the coffin was
placed inside, and then the arch was built to seal the structure. This would also explain why white washing was only on the interior of the vault walls and not
the arch. Once the fallen support wood was removed, the coffin with fabric still inside was identified. Some clothing, a bow tie and a coat, were also visible.

Vault #3 was oriented east to west, with the head at the west end of the coffin. The interior dimensions of the vault were 2.07 m long (east-west) by 0.54 m
wide (north-south); the exterior measured 2.26 m x 0.96 m. The east end of the vault was partially broken through by the machinery. Coffin wood and bone
were visible. The vault was constructed with a base of headers topped by 5 courses of stretchers totaling 46 cm in height; there was no upper header course
as in Vaults #1 and #2. No wooden support structure for the arch was evident. A line of brick was laid north-south under the approximate location of the neck.
It was likely a support used to keep the coffin off the floor. The east end arch measured 31 cm in height. At the east end of the walls 2 bricks from each side
were missing. One possibility is that the bricks were removed for supports, perhaps indicating that coffins were stacked. The ledges on the north and south
sides of the vault measured 8 cm and 11 cm respectively. There were no ledges on the east and west ends; the arch was seated in line with the walls.
Remnants of fabric were associated with this burial. The clothing recovered from this burial is recorded as a minimum estimate of 2 fragments in the table
above.

The bricks that comprised Vaults #1 and #2 measured 21 x 10 x 5 cm. They were also similar in color (red) and mortaring (about 2" thick and sandy). The
bricks in Vault #3 measured 21 x 9 x 6 cm and the brick color was pink and whitish-pink with mortaring less than %" thick and less friable than the mortar of
Vaults #1 and #2.

The skeletal remains and clothing were taken to the Smithsonian for analyses. Burial Vault #1 contained the remains of a white male aged 45-55, about 5' 8
1/2" tall. Slight arthritic changes were evident on some of the joint surfaces. The moderately developed muscle attachment sites suggested continued activity
but not heavy labor. Burial Vault #2 contained the remains of a white male aged 50-59, about 5' 7" tall. In general, the bones were in poor condition, although
desiccated soft tissue and some clothing were preserved. The presence of brushite suggested that the remains had been in contact with water. Bone
pathology consisted mainly of beginning arthritis in the spine and long bone joints, and slight disc herniation in three vertebrae. Burial Vault #3 contained the
remains of a white female aged 25-30, about 5' 1" tall. All cranial bones had been replaced by brushite. Remnants of fabric and some hair were associated
with this burial. The hair appeared to be dark blond to light brown. She probably suffered minor lower back problems and carious lesions affected 11 of her 12
molars. Gold fillings were present in six molars.

The clothing recovered from burials #2 and #3 are recorded as a minimum estimate of 4 fragments in the table above. It is unclear if any fragments of coffin
wood or brick were retained. Therefore, they are not included in the table above.

The Councell Farm Cemetery site (18CA89) consisted of three 19th century domed brick burial vaults and associated human remains. Two of the vaults were
in remarkably good condition, the third having a collapsed arch. Of the human remains, two males and one female were identified. The remains of one of the
males (Vault #2) were badly deteriorated, possibly as result of prolonged contact with water. The vaults and human remains were fully excavated and currently
two large fish ponds are located in the site area.
