The Stevens Rockshelter (18FR101) near New Market in Frederick County, Maryland is an apparent rockshelter site utilized sporadically during the Middle 
and Late Archaic, Early Woodland, and Late Woodland Periods. The site was excavated in the early 1970s by Spencer O. Geasey, a prominent member of 
the Archeological Society of Maryland. The shelter opens to the south and is 7.62 meters (25 ft) in length. The shelter varies in height from 4.572 to 6.096 
meters (15 – 20 ft).

Geasey (who was assisted by Mr. Larry J. Loveland of New Market) was only able to excavate the east end of the site because of extensive rock-fall on the 
western side. The deposit on the floor of the rockshelter appears to be heavily disturbed as it exhibited no stratigraphy and nails, tin cans, a shotgun shell, and 
a .32 caliber rimfire cartridge were recovered in the same deposit as prehistoric materials. No features were observed in the deposits, but small amounts of 
bone and charcoal were noted throughout the site (particularly near the rear wall). 

No details are provided in the full site report regarding the excavation strategy.

Artifacts recovered from the Stevens Rockshelter include 4 ceramic sherds of the Late Woodland Abemarle series (2 rims), 6 rhyolite projectile points, 4 
quartz bifaces (rejects), 1 broken rhyolite drill, 1 broken rhyolite biface (knife), 2 utilized/retouched rhyolite flakes, 26 fragments of rhyolite debitage, 12 
fragments of quartz debitage, and approximately 65 fragments of split and charred bone (mostly deer, also some small game and turtle). 

Geasey’s collection was examined and catalogued during Peck’s Monocacy Valley Survey in the late 1970s. Peck was able to typologically classify several of 
the projectile points excavated by Geasey. He notes the presence of a Morrow Mountain I point, A Brewerton eared-notched point, a Bare Island, a 
Susquehanna Broadspear, a Levanna point and a single Madison point. Among Geasey’s four Abemarle series sherds, two appear to be Shepard ware.

No other documented work has been performed at 18FR101. Again, the site appears to be a Middle Archaic (possibly), Late Archaic, Early Woodland 
(possibly) & Late Woodland rockshelter. The prsences of pottery as well as bifaces in various stages of completion, would seem to indicate some degree of 
permanence of habitation at the site. The lack of undisturbed deposits and intact features severely limits the research potential of 18FR101. However, there is 
some possibility that less disturbed deposits are preserved beneath the rockfall in the western half of the rockshelter. Heavy machinery would likely be 
required to examine said deposits.
