Summary Description:

Site18GA51 is an apparent Woodland rockshelter. It was discovered and excavated in 1955-1956 by Henry T. Wright. His work consisted of an undetermined
number of test pits. There is no extant site report for the work performed at 18 GA51 (Rock Camp Shelter). The only records regarding the site in the
possession of the Maryland Historical Trust is a “field catalog” by Wright in which he records the quantities of artifacts he recovered and their depth. He also
provides some rough sketch maps and notes, but few of the relevant details.

A number of features, including pits and possible hearths are mentioned, but Wright notes that some may be related to rodent disturbances.

A number of lithic objects were recovered, including 1 scraper, 1 “blank” (a rough bifaces or possible preform), 1 retouched/utilized flake, 12 pieces of
debitage, and 2 “chunks”. Ceramics were almost entirely shell-tempered pottery (9 sherds), including 1 rim. One Watson sherd and 2 sherds that may contain
both shell and limestone tempering agents are also reported. Faunal remains were encountered as well, including several bone chips, long bones, 2 possible
cut or chewed bones, and what appears to be a beaver incisor. A possible protohistoric metal pendant was also encountered. It may be an intrusive historic
object, but was found just cm above shell-tempered pottery sherds.

Finally, three historic/modern objects were encountered, a piece of coal, an iron nail-head, and a firearm cartridge (lost and subsequently recovered by the
excavator.

Due to the limited nature of the archeological work performed at the site and the scant reporting, it is difficult to draw any conclusions regarding the future
research potential of the site or its use in the Late Woodland.
