Summary Description:

Site MD 6 (18W0184) is a multicomponent prehistoric Woodland and 19th-20th century historic site. The site is located on a low ridge in a fallow field situated
along the Snow Hill Bypass in Worcester County. The soil types at the site are Sassafras sandy loam and Fort Mott loamy sand, both of which formed in
upland environments and are unlikely to contain deeply buried deposits. A knoll in the eastern part of the site is underlain by marine sediments and a basin-
shaped hollow sits at the southwestern edge of the site area. The hollow was partly filled in by colluvium from the knoll during the Late Woodland period thus
providing a cap for the underlying material.

The site was first identified in 1997 during Phase | surface collection and shovel testing associated with (then) planned improvements to US113. Archival
research did not indicate that there was a structure at this location in the historic past; however, a currently standing structure located to the northeast of the
site was listed on an 1877 map. There were no other sites or finds in the immediate vicinity of MD 6. Phase | survey methods included field walking and
surface collection and excavation of 66 shovel test pits (STPs). Artifacts collected at the time suggested there 2 Woodland period occupation episodes and
revealed a smaller historic period component. Phase Il work was conducted between November and December 1997 and in September and December 1999,
and January 2000. At this time the archeologists learned from the current landowner that during World War Il a chicken house with brick foundations was built
on the knoll. This structure could not be located on any map. Phase Il investigations involved the excavation of 25 meter? test units (Tus). The primary goals
of the Phase Il work were to identify the prehistoric periods or phases present at the site other than the Woodland components identified during Phase |,
assess if there were any features present, assess if there was an undisturbed A horizon or midden at the site as suggested by the earlier survey, and discern
a probable site function.

The artifact density and distribution indicate that the prehistoric component at Site MD 6 extends about 120 meters northeast-southwest by 120 meters
northwest-southeast, and covers about 10,000 square meters on the level part of the ridge. Nine prehistoric features were identified at the site, 1 during Phase
| (no number) and 8 during the Phase Il field work. Features 1, 2 and 7 proved to be natural rather cultural in origin. All of the features were partially excavated
except for Feature 6 which was fully excavated.

During Phase | investigations a posthole feature was located in the wall of STP #92. It had a straight wall and a flat base and measured 10 cm in diameter and
extended 7 cm below the plow zone. One sherd, possibly Mockley, was found in the feature.

Feature 3 (Tus E910 N970-971)was a small basin-shaped refuse and/or storage pit that extended 26.5 cm below the plow zone into the B horizon, and was
approximately 65 cm wide at its greatest extent. A plow scar cuts through the unit just south of the feature. Burnt hickory nutshell, charred wood, and several
pieces of debitage were recovered from the pit. Oxidizable Carbon Ration (OCR) dating of feature fill placed the feature at 1358 BC.

Feature 4 (TU E920 N970) was a relatively large, ovoid-shaped stain with diffuse edges, possibly serving as a storage pit. Artifacts from the feature include 1
rhyolite flake and 1 Mockley sherd. An OCR date of 1739 BC was returned on feature fill. This does not correspond with the dates for Mockley ceramics and
reflects other cultural and/or natural processes.

Feature 5 (TU E920 N949.5) was first identified by a dark circular stain with charcoal flecks. Based on morphology it was interpreted as a postmold, about 14
cm wide and extending 14 cm below ground surface. Flotation of the feature fill produced charred wood and hickory shell fragments, and a goosefoot seed
fragment.

Feature 6 (TU E919 N949.5, E920 N949.5) is a hearth feature identified by light charcoal smears. Its make-up consists of scattered fire-cracked rock (FCR)
associated with sherds from a single vessel in an area of about 65x100 cm. FCR from this feature accounts for more than 70% of the total FCR collected from
the site. Fill beneath the FCR was retained for flotation which produced calcined bone (7), charred wood fragments, carbonized hickory and acorn shell
fragments, and carbonized ragweed (1), mustard (4), greenbriar (1), grass (1), and wild grape (1) seeds. Artifacts recovered from the feature include 1
hammerstone, 65 FCR, and 5 sherds; additional FCR and sherds were recovered from the surrounding matrix. 13 sherds similar to the Brodhead Net
Impressed and Albemarle Net Impressed types along with Wolf Neck sherds were identified.

Feature 8 (TU E910 N970-971) is described as a large refuse/storage pit with dimensions of at least 85X165 cm and an unknown depth. It is located just a few
centimeters away from Feature 3. The feature extends outside the limits of the unit to the east and below the level to which the units were excavated, and was
left intact for future investigation. Charred nutshell and seeds were noted but not analyzed. The feature produced 13 flakes, 1 hammerstone, 2 FCR, 24
sherds, and 1 animal bone (ulna).

A total of 720 prehistoric artifacts were recovered from surface collection, 26 of the 66 STPs that were excavated, and 25 one meter square test units. There
were 399 lithic artifacts: 5 projectile points (1 Brewerton, 1Dry Brook, 1 Levanna, 1 Selby Bay, and 1 untyped), 2 whole and 2 broken bifaces, 5 scrapers, 1
drill fragment, 2 modified flakes, 5 utilized flakes, 225 pieces of debitage, 5 groundstone objects (4 manos and 1 metate), 27 other lithics (11
hammerstones/nutting stones, 15 cracked rock, and 1 fire reddened rock) and 125 fire-cracked rock. Jasper is the dominant raw material at about 31.7% of
the chipped stone assemblage; chert makes up 16.2% followed by quartz at 7% and rhyolite at 1.8%. Quartzite (30.9%) and sandstone (11.3%) were used for
some chipping but were mainly found in the FCR and groundstone categories. There were 301 ceramic sherds: 2 Coulbourn, 1 Dames Quarter, 15 Mockley
Cordmarked, 7 Mockley Net Impressed, 3 Rappahannock Fabric Impressed, 1 Rappahannock Incised, 4 Wolf Neck Net Impressed, and 42 Wolf Neck
Cordmarked ceramic sherds. In addition to the ceramic and lithic items there were 6 animal bones, 1 daub fragment, 1 nutshell, and 1 marine shell.

In addition to the prehistoric features described above, 1 historic feature was identified during the Phase 1l field season. Feature 9 (TU E940 N950) is
described as an anomaly that extends across the northern half of the unit and beyond the unit in the same direction. It had straight distinct boundaries and the
excavated portion was at least 50X100 cm and extended to a depth of about 60 cmbd. It appears to a machine excavated trench. The feature produced no
artifacts but based on morphology, stratigraphy, and context it was assigned to the historic occupation at the site. It was located in a small area of artifact
concentration along the northern right-of-way boundary.

A total of 1,084 historic artifacts were found during the Phase | and Phase Il field seasons from surface collection, from 23 of the 66 STPs, and from the test
units. The artifact distribution indicates that the historic site measures about 75 meters northeast-southwest by 120 meters northwest-southeast, and covers
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about 9,000 square meters on the level part of the ridge. There was 1 activity item (metal washer), there were 845 architecture-related items (694 brick
fragments, 2 pieces of mortar, 1 foundation stone, 1 asbestos shingle, 1 cut nail, 1 wrought nail, 2 wire nails, and 142 window glass shards). The 220 kitchen
items included 27 bottle glass fragments, 1 Westerwald sherd, 5 late refined earthenware, 1 other earthenware, 10 creamware, 18 pearlware, 1 ironstone, 36
redware, 11 animal bone, and 110 shell fragments (almost all of which was collected from the ground surface). Sixteen miscellaneous items were 3
unidentified glass fragments, 7 pieces of plastic and 2 pieces of rubber, 10 coal chunks, and 1 piece of asphalt. Two metal cartridge shells make up the arms-
related items. The horizontal distribution of brick fragments is mainly limited to the knoll. The other items are more scattered across the site.

Site MD 6 (18W0184) produced prehistoric artifacts and associated features in the sub-plow zone in the western portion of the site. The prehistoric use of the
site was focused in the hollow and on its southern rim west of the knoll. Dates on the diagnostic artifacts provide 5 periods of occupation (and function): a Late
Archaic brief encampment, a Late Archaic/Early Woodland brief encampment, a late Early Woodland-early Middle Woodland microband seasonal base camp
(this was the period of the most intensive use of the site), a Middle Woodland base camp, and a Late Woodland short-term procurement event. The historic
period occupation at the site was centered on the top of the bluff. The quantity and spatial distribution of artifacts indicate that a historic structure could have
been present on the knoll; however, the presence of brick could be related to the reported chicken house that may have once stood on the site. An overall
mean date for historic occupation in 1856 was derived from the analysis of window glass.

Site MD 6 (18W0184) contains significant prehistoric features and artifact distributions that provide important information that can substantially enhance
understanding of local and regional prehistory. The most important information that can be recovered relates to the Wolf Neck and Carey complexes. The
artifacts and features identified at the site indicate that intensive domestic activity occurred there. Further research at MD 6 would contribute to the current
understanding of the function of these features.
