Summary Description:

Slte MD 18 (18W0190) is a low-density 18th-19th century site situated in a cultivated field along US 113 in Worcester County, on the Delmarva Peninsula.
The soil type at the site is Matapeake fine sandy loams, which are well-drained soils formed in upland environments and are unlikely to contain deeply buried

deposits.

The site was first identified in 1997 during Phase | surface collection and shovel testing for (then) planned improvements to US113. Archival research did not
indicate that there was a structure at this location in the historic past; however, there was an obscurely mapped tavern in the area on Griffith’s 1794 map.
Phase | survey methods included field walking and surface collection, and excavation of 5 shovel test pits (STPs). STPs were placed within the greatest
concentration of surface scattered artifacts. The STPs dug during Phase | defined the eastern boundary of the site. The artifact distribution indicates that the
historic site measures about 30 meters north-south by 80 meters east-west, and covers about 2,400 square meters.

Phase Il work was conducted between November and December 1997 and in September and December 1999, and January 2000. The primary goals of the
Phase Il work were to assess if there was a historic period tavern or domicile at the site, if so, whether or not the 18th and 19th century artifacts found during
Phase | were associated with the same occupation, and to determine if there was any documentary information to augment the archeological data. Phase Il
investigations involved the excavation of29 STPs at 10 meter intervals along the northern, southern, and western perimeter in order to define the site
boundary in those areas. No meter? test units (Tus) were excavated.

A total of 91 historic artifacts were found during the Phase | and Phase Il field seasons from surface collection and from STPs. There were29 architecture-
related items (28 brick fragments and 1 window glass shard). The 60 kitchen items included 33 bottle glass fragments, 1 Westerwald sherd, 6 late refined
earthenware, 1 other earthenware, 2 pearlware, 1 creamware, 1 porcelain, 3 ironstone, 4 brown salt-glazed stoneware, 2 gray stoneware, and 6 redware
sherds. The only miscellaneous item was 1 piece of coal. One ball clay pipe stem fragment represents the tobacco group.

Site MD 18 (18W0190) is a sparse historic scatter of secondary refuse. Artifact density is low and is limited to the surface and plow zone. There is no
archeological or documentary evidence to suggest that a historic residence or other structure was located on the property. The Phase Il data indicate that the
site has very limited information potential to answer the research questions asked prior to the fieldwork.
