Site MD 22 (18WO193) is a multicomponent site with a prehistoric component dated to the Late Archaic and Woodland periods and a small 19th century 
historic component. The site is located on a terrace and bluff above Church Branch partly in a cultivated field and partly in a wooded rise in Worcester County. 
Evidence of the historic occupation was found scattered across the site. The prehistoric component was confined to the southern and western portion of the 
site that measured approximately 40X40 m. The soil type at the site is Fort Mott loamy sand, deep and well-drained soils that occur on uplands. The artifact 
density and distribution indicated that the entire site area measures 110X50 m at its maximum and encompasses approximately 5,500 m².

The site was initially identified in early 1997 during Phase I surface collection, auger testing, and the excavation of 5 shovel test pits (STPs) for (then) planned 
improvements to US113. Phase II work was conducted at MD 22 between November and December 1997. The goals of the Phase II study were to determine 
if undisturbed prehistoric artifacts existed below the plowzone, if there were archeological features associated with the prehistoric component, and to 
determine the level of disturbance across the site. Phase II methods employed the excavation of 83 STPs at 20 m intervals (except in the southern and 
eastern sections where the interval was reduced to 10 m in order to clarify the site boundary), ten 1X1 m test units (TUs), one 1X2 m TU, and 3 backhoe 
trenches. Surface collection was also done in thirteen 10X10 m grid stations. No site-specific historical background research was conducted for MD 22 
because the Phase I results suggested that the historical component had minimal information potential. Soil samples were taken from TU 8 and submitted for 
Oxidizable Carbon Ratio (OCR) analysis. Two assays returned dates of 3,000 BP for Stratum II and 7,872 BP for Stratum III. A total of 610 artifacts were 
recovered from the Phase I and Phase II work. These items are combined with the Phase III artifacts in the total counts given below.

Phase III data recovery was started at the end of 1999. Investigation took place only within the portions of the site that were to be impacted by the proposed 
construction along US 113, which involves the western portion of the site. Due to the nature of the planned construction, in situ avoidance and preservation 
was not possible. Research goals for this phase of fieldwork were to establish a fine-grained chronology of occupation at the site, to investigate the 
depositional history and stratigraphic chronology at the site, to investigate subsistence patterns, and attempt to determine site function, seasonality, and 
settlement plan. A total of thirty 1 m² TUs were excavated in 4 blocks (5 TUs in Block A, 5 TUs in Block B, 2 TUs in Block C, 18 TUs in Block D) as part of the 
Phase III fieldwork. 

A total of 3,104 prehistoric artifacts were collected from Site MD 22 (18WO193). Diagnostic projectile points include 1 Meadowood, 1 Brewerton Eared, 12 
Levanna, 5 Rossville, and 2 Selby Bay types. There was 1 unidentified projectile point base. The rest of the 2,540 chipped stone items include 16 bifaces and 
biface fragments, 4 scrapers, 1 drill, 3 modified flakes, 24 utilized flakes, and 2,470 debitage and cores. Other lithics (37) include 4 cobble fragments, 1 
hammerstone, 1 battered cobble, 26 cracked rocks, and 5 fire reddened rocks. There were 2 groundstone fragments and 6 fire-cracked rocks. Jasper was the 
dominant material type at the site followed by quartzite, quartz, and rhyolite. There was a total of 510 ceramic items (40 Wolf Neck Cordmarked, 4 Wolf Neck 
Net Impressed, 3 Coulbourn Net Impressed, 109 Rappahannock Fabric Impressed, 38 Rappahannock Incised, 4 Minguannan Fabric Impressed, 2 
Minguannan Incised, and 310 unidentified sherds). Nine of the sherd fragments were rims. Blocks A, B, and C had a considerably disturbed A horizon plow 
zone and a majority of the artifacts recovered from the blocks were historic (82%). Although the A Horizon of Block D also appeared to be disturbed, artifact 
patterning is apparent. The distribution of artifacts in Block D points to Middle Woodland projectile points clustering in the eastern half of the block with Middle 
Woodland ceramics clustering in the western half of the block. These patterns could indicate some internal partitioning of activity areas.

A total of 789 historic artifacts were collected from the site. There was 1 activity item (a metal strap loop). There were 446 architecture-related items (16 brick 
fragments, 3 cut nails, 4 wire nails, 410 window glass shards, 1 mortar fragment, 1 roofing slate tile, 1 asbestos shingle, and 2 spikes. There were 279 kitchen 
items (254 bottle glass fragments, 6 late refined earthenware, 1 buff-bodied earthenware, 1 creamware, 6 ironstone, 2 gray stoneware, 1 gray salt-glazed 
stoneware, 1 whiteware, and 6 redware sherds, and 1 shell fragment). Sixty-one miscellaneous items include 14 unidentified glass shards, 39 unidentified 
metal fragments, 3 pieces of plastic, and 5 pieces of coal. Two tobacco items were 1 clay pipe stem and 1 clay pipe bowl fragments. The items represent a 
19th artifact scatter. 

Temporally diagnostic materials from Site MD 22 (18WO193) are associated with the Late Archaic, early Middle Woodland, late Middle Woodland, and Late 
Woodland components. Prehistoric material found within the proposed construction right-of-way was low-density and was associated with the Early, Middle, 
and Late Woodland periods. The site appears to have been used on a short-term basis by small groups as a hunting camp and/or procurement site. The data 
recovery and fieldwork mitigates the adverse impact to the ROW portion of this significant archeological resource. The portion outside of the ROW contains 
undisturbed, intact deposits and no further study is recommended in association with this site.
