Site MD 48 (18WO204) is an 18th-19th century historic period artifact scatter that sits in a cultivated ridge and on an adjacent ridge slope beside US 113 in 
rural Worcester County. The southwestern part of the site is on the crest of the ridge and the northern and eastern sections are on a slight downslope. The 
soil type at the site is Matapeake silt loam, which formed in upland environments and is unlikely to contain deeply buried deposits. 

The site was first identified in 1997 during Phase I shovel testing for (then) proposed improvements to US 113. Maps dated to 1877 indicated that there were 3 
residences located in the vicinity of the site. In addition, 20th century maps show structures at this location. Phase I survey methods included field walking and 
surface collection, and excavation of 36 shovel test pits (STPs). A total of 171 historic artifacts were recovered from 20 of the STPs and the surface. Three of 
these STPs that were located in the northwestern part of the site produced 44.6% of the artifacts recovered during Phase I. The artifact distribution indicates 
that the historic site measures about 60 meters northeast-southwest by 100 meters northeast-southwest, and covers about 6,000 square meters. 

Phase II work in the project area was conducted between November and December 1997 and in September and December 1999, and January 2000. The 
primary goals of the Phase II work were to assess if the strata encountered in the 3 STPs mentioned above represented a midden, to assess if there were 1 
or more historic period residences at the site and if the artifacts are associated with those occupations, to determine if there are interpretable patterns in the 
artifact assemblage at the site, and to assess the integrity of the deposits within the proposed right-of-way (ROW). Phase II investigations involved the 
excavation of 96 STPs at 10 meter intervals, and 7 m² test units (TUs) were excavated. Test units west of the ROW contained a significantly higher number of 
artifacts with more complex stratigraphy than the other units and included cultural features.

Features 1a and 1b were encountered in TU 1. Feature 1a was an irregularly-shaped artifact-rich layer of dark brown loamy sand below the plow zone that 
overlaid a large, deep pit that contained dense historic artifacts (Feature 1b). Feature 1b appears to represent a pit that was excavated for the purposes of 
disposing of the structural/ domestic remains from the residence depicted on the 1877 map. Feature 1a extends beyond the excavated limits of the Feature 1b 
pit and appears to represent the material that was spread out when the pit was initially excavated and the area was graded. Feature 1a may have been a 
domestic midden related to the structure on the 1877 map but has been mixed with later deposits and cannot be considered intact.

Feature 2 was identified in TU 5 below a second plow zone or possibly a mixed lower plow zone/feature layer. It was a roughly circular pit measuring 1m X 
1m  with a depth of 28 cm. The material recovered from the pit dates to the early 19th through the mid-20th century. There were a large number of brick 
fragments that did not appear to in situ, unidentified metal, and glass bottle fragments and whole bottles with manufacturing ranges from 1920-1968. There 
were few other artifacts. This feature was likely excavated for the purposes of disposing of debris beneath the plow zone. 

A total of 3,816 historic artifacts were found during the Phase I and Phase II field seasons from surface collection and from STPs. There were 52 activity items 
(1 metal wick holder knob, 6 graphite rods, 2 electric fuse parts, 12 metal fragments of farm equipment, 1 ceramic drainage pipe fragment, and 22 
miscellaneous metal hardware items). There were 1,749 items in the architecture group (718 brick fragments, 42 pieces of mortar, 3 asbestos fragments, 2 
hinges, 116 cut nails, 68 wire nails, 274 unidentified nails, 3 pieces of slate, and 523 window glass shards). The clothing item group contained 2 brass 
buttons, 1 plastic button, 1 nylon stocking, and 1 shoe part. The 1,579 kitchen items included 1,034 whole bottles and bottle glass fragments, 21 unidentified 
glass shards, 5 glass Mason jar lid fragments, 1 bottle cap, 179 late refined earthenware, 9 other earthenware, 111 pearlware, 71 creamware, 12 porcelain, 23 
ironstone, 14 brown stoneware, 1 buff stoneware, 12 gray salt-glazed stoneware, 6 gray stoneware, 1 white stoneware, 1 unidentified stoneware, 2 yellow 
ware, and 57 redware sherds, 15 bone fragments, and 60 oyster shell fragments. The 372 miscellaneous items were 9 unidentified rubber/Bakelite fragments, 
296 unidentified metal fragments, 4 pieces of plastic, and 63 pieces of coal. The 2 items from the personal items group were light blue glass beads. Eight clay 
pipe pieces make up the tobacco-related items. 

Site MD 48 (18WO204) can best be defined by its eastern and western parts. The eastern part of the site is a low-density historic scatter with artifacts dating 
from the late 18th century to the present day. The artifacts are not likely to be associated with intact subsurface features or deposits.  Deposits on the western 
part of the site contain the only cultural subsurface deposits. These features represent secondary mix fill rather than intact subsurface deposits.  The 
archeological deposits within the proposed ROW represent low-density refuse disposal over a century-and-a-half, some associated with cultivation activities 
and materials that derive from the domestic structure that was on the site. Based on the available evidence the archeologists suggest that the site does not 
offer significant research value.
