Summary Description:

Site MD 83 (18W0212) is a 20th century historic period homestead located along US 113 north of Berlin in Worcester County. The site is situated in mature,
open canopy forest and on relatively flat coastal plain. The soil type at the site is Mattapax loam, which formed in upland environments and is unlikely to
contain deeply buried deposits. The site measures approximately 100 X 70 m and encompasses about 7,000 m2.

The site was first identified in 1997 during Phase | shovel testing for (then) proposed improvements to US 113. Archival research has shown that a road and
structure were located in the vicinity of the site as noted on the 1924 soil survey map; however, these do not show up on the 1902 or 1935 topographic maps,
or on the 1877 atlas map. Phase | survey methods included field walking and surface collection, and excavation of 42 shovel test pits (STPs) at 10 m
intervals. A total of 270 historic artifacts were recovered from the STPs and the surface. A brick stove chimney and associated concrete block piers were
observed on the surface.

Phase Il work in the project area was conducted between November and December 1997 and in September and December 1999, and January 2000. The
primary goals of the Phase Il work at Site 83 were to determine what type of occupation occurred at the location, to assess if there were 1 or more historic
period occupations at the site, and to determine if there were any intact cultural features or strata associated with the occupation. Phase Il investigations
involved the excavation of 82 STPs at 10 meter intervals. Due to the abundance of artifacts and clear stratigraphy, no test units (TUs) were excavated.

Structural remains present at the site represent the foundations of a small rectangular building that measured about 9 X 4.1 m and consisted of 7 concrete
block piers. It is oriented with its long axis northeast-southwest with a doorway to the southeast. On the piers on two sides of the structure lay 12.7 X 12.7 cm
single hewn log sills. A brick “stove chimney” is present in the foundations. The bricks may be either handmade or early machine made and the mortar
contains no shell and is probably 20th century in origin.

A total of 617 historic artifacts were found during the Phase | and Phase Il field seasons from surface collection and from STPs. There were 10 activity-related
items (1 metal hook, 1 metal fragment of farm equipment, 1 stoneware drainage pipe fragment, 1 metal bolt, 1 metal hook, 1 metal padlock, 1 metal tack, 1
cast iron rod, and 2 metal scissors handle fragments). There were 246 items in the architecture group (87 brick fragments, 1 metal door latch, 17 pieces of
mortar, 31 cut nails, 60 wire nails, 31 unidentified nails, 1 spike, and 18 window glass shards). The 17 clothing-related items consisted of 1 brass button, 1
porcelain button, 1 nylon stocking, and 11 leather shoe parts, and 3 leather fragments. The furniture group consisted of 10 fragments of a decorative glass
lampshade (this could also be cataloged as lamp glass and be considered an activity-related item). The 206 kitchen items included 113 bottle glass
fragments, 5 table glass shards, 7 unidentified glass shards, 5 glass Mason jar lid fragments, 2 zinc Mason jar lid fragments, 1 cream colored ware, 33 late
refined earthenware, 1 other earthenware, 4 creamware, 2 porcelain, 6 ironstone, 1 brown salt-glazed stoneware, 2 gray salt-glazed stoneware, and 2 white
salt-glazed stoneware, 8 bone fragments, and 14 shell fragments. The 127 miscellaneous items were 123 unidentified metal fragments and 4 pieces of
plastic. The 1 item from the personal items group was a metal pen tip. Most of the artifacts were found in proximity to the historic structure including from
STPs in, or on the surface of, a sheet midden in this area. Representative artifacts were collected from this midden, and other uncollected artifacts include
large numbers of bottles, tin cans, and cookware fragments.

Material from Site MD 83 (18W0212) appears to derive from a single 20th century homestead occupation that was associated with the extant structure
remains. Most of the artifacts identified at the site date to the 20th century; however, there are pre-1900 artifacts scattered across the site. These may have
been curated or heirloom items or they might represent a low-intensity refuse disposal prior to the latter occupation. A mean date for the window glass of
1854 suggests that the glass and possibly other materials were scavenged from elsewhere. Because the occupation was so late, the site does not offer
significant research value.
