This report provides the findings of Phase I survey in Prince

The J. Baldwin Site (18AN55), a Late Archaic site partially buried 
by wind-blown sands in the western coastal plain of Anne Arundel 
County, became the site of the 10th Annual Field Session in 
Maryland Archeology when plans for an industrial park became 
known late in 1979. The field session, sponsored by the 
Archeological Society of Maryland, Inc. (ASM), and supervised by 
the Maryland Geological Survey’s Division of Archeology with 
funding assistance from a Heritage Conservation and Recreation 
Service grant-in-aid administered by the Maryland Historical Trust, 
was held from 23 May to 1 June 1980.

Based on the 1980 Field Session data recovery, 18AN55 appears to be a series of overlapping prehistoric short-term camps and possibly base camp dating 
to a wide swath of prehistory. It has a degree of horizontal integrity, but vertical integrity has been somewhat compromised. Following the salvage 
operations in 1980, the proposed business park was constructed. A site visit made in 2009 by archeological personnel from Anne Arundel County Planning 
and Zoning revealed that the site had largely been destroyed. The steep drop-off area to the river valley may contain some artifact deposits, but these may 
have been subject to erosional forces. The site is probably incapable of answering any additional research questions related to Maryland prehistory.
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-Delimit the horizontal and vertical extent of buried cultural 
components.

-Identify intrasite patterning of artifacts and activity areas.

-Determine the integrity of subsurface cultural deposits.
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
