This report presents the results of a July 2005 Phase II 
investigation related to the replacement of a High Temperature 
Waterline (HTW) that passes through the Visitor Access Center 
parking lot adjacent to Halsey Field House at the US Naval 
Academy (USNA) in Annapolis. The line to be replaced ran along 
King George Street, adjacent to the Field House, and crossed a 
parking lot near the field house. It also fell within the USNA

This report presents the results of a September 2005 Phase II 
investigation related to improvements to the Visitor Access Center 
and associated parking lot adjacent to Halsey Field House at the 
US Naval Academy (USNA) in Annapolis. The parking lot for the 
center fell within the USNA Historic Landmark District, for which an 
Integrated Cultural Resource Management Plan has been 
prepared and which was previously identified as an archeological 
site that encompasses a portion of the former Hell Point 
neighborhood (18AP69).
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The examinations of 18AP69 to-date have failed to identify substantial or significant resources related to the occupation of the historic Hell Point 
neighborhood. The site has been extensively disturbed by the 20th century demolition, grading, and construction activities following the Navy’s acquisition of 
the parcel in 1941. The site should not be considered a significant archeological resource.
