Research Potential:

Based on the artifacts recovered to date from the Windy Knolls | site (18CH808), the site is without question of significance to early Maryland and Middle
Atlantic history. More importantly, the site appears to be the principal settlement and refuge of the Piscataway following their abandonment of their
traditional capital of Moyaone in 1680. The artifacts, landscape, and other material features of the site have the potential to expand our understanding of
indigenous life in this important period. It should be considered a significant archeological resource.
