Research Potential:

The Wilke Il Site (18D082) represents a 19th century dwelling as suggested by the artifact assemblage which dates the site’s main period of occupation to
ca. AD 1840-1880. Little archeological work has been done in the region on domestic sites associated with waterman. As one such site, the Willke 11l site
had the potential to contribute to a general understanding of the social and economic structure of the region in the 19th century. However, the site has been

badly damaged by erosion activity and a not so small amount of ordinance impact and as such, it maintains little integrity. No further work is recommended
for 18D082.
