Four sites in Queen Anne’s and Talbot counties are located along
MD 404. The portion of each site within the limits of disturbance
will be impacted by planned improvements to MD 404 associated
with the dualization of the highway. All four sites contain historic
period components and were recommended for evaluation of
eligibility for the National Register of Historic Places after Phase |
survey conducted in 1988.

The goals of the Phase Il archaeological evaluation were to
determine the NRHP eligibility of each site; to determine the need
for any further archaeological investigations for each site; and to
develop a site treatment plan for any site that was considered
eligible for the NRHP after evaluation. The goals of the Phase |
archaeological survey included the identification of all
archaeological sites within the ROW; the establishment of site
boundaries within the ROW; the determination of site integrity; the
interpretation of the temporal affiliation of each site; and the
evaluation of NRHP eligibility of each site to the extent possible
based on Phase | work.
